Discussion of and action on an Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Helotes, Texas
authorizing the posting of a memorial roadway sign designating Business Parkway as “Adair
Memorial Parkway”; incorporating recitals, providing for severability; and adopting an effective
date. (staff)

BACKGROUND:

Business Parkway is a local street.

Memorial signs placed upon local streets require an ordinance by the local government.
One sign is allowed at each end of the designated route. Since this is not a through street,
only one sign is required and that sign should be located in the ROW on the right side of
the street for a clear viewing by motorists as they turn onto Business Parkway from
Leslie Road.

The sign will be rectangular in shape with a brown background, white lettering, and
optional border.

This sign is designated a "guide” sign as defined in the Standard Highway Sign Designs
for Texas manual. As such, we have the latitude to determine the size since there are no
rigid standardized sizes. The size we should use is 12’ x 18' instailed horizontally which
will allow an area adequate to display the message with appropriate lettering.

Items (C) and (D) under Additional Guidelines for Standard Signs attached to this agenda
item state, "supplementary lettering to indicate type of street or section of city may be in
smalier lettering but at least three inches.” It also states, "an accepted rule-of-thumb to
follow for legibility for signs other than Interstate is to have 1 inch of letter height for
every 40 feet of desired legibility.” Therefore, since the memorial sign for Business
Parkway is within 40 feet of the vehicle lane, the minimum height we would need to use
is linch. That being said, we anticipate using 2 inch lettering for the sign depending on
design.

In summary, the Adair Memorial Parkway sign should be 12" x 18" in size installed horizontally
with a brown background and 2 inch white lettering and an optional white border. The lettering
should include upper and lower case lettering as shown in the attached photo on the sheet
explaining Designated Memorial Highway signage. Since this is not a through street, we only

need to install one sign for motorists to read as they turn onto Business Parkway from Leslie
Road. It should be installed in the ROW in a location on the side of Business Parkway opposite
the stop sign at the intersection of Business Parkway and Leslie Road.

RECOMMENDATION(S):

1. Determine what criteria will be used to respond to future memorial designation requests
by citizens or groups. As per the Texas Department of Transportation 2017 Education
Series Special Highway Signs, the highway or structure may be named only after a
deceased person who was significant in the state’s history or in the lives of Texans.

2. Put in place an application and approval process in order to process future requests for
memorial designations of cily streets.

3. Determine the cost for each sign, if approved, to include the cost of materials and the
labor to install the sign(s).

4. Determine whether the memorial signs will be permanent or allowed for a certain period
of time. TXDOT allows memorial signs for victims of impaired driving to remain in place
for up to two years and for victims of motorcycle crashes to remain in place for up to one
year.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
HELOTES, TEXAS AUTHORIZING THE POSTING OF A MEMORIAL
DESIGNATION ROADWAY SIGN DESIGNATING BUISNESS
PARKWAY AS “ADAIR MEMORIAL PARKWAY”; INCORPORATING
RECITALS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND ADOPTING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

Whereas, the City Council of the City of Helotes desires to post a memorial designation
roadway sign designating Business Parkway as “Adair Memorial Parkway”; and

Whereas, born in Beeville, Texas on May 27, 1970, Stewart Ross Adair, graduated from
A.C. Jones High School in Beeville, then moved to San Antonio to pursue a career with
Wal-Mart and eamed a degree in Business Management at the University of Texas at San
Antonio; and

Whereas, from 1988 to 2017, he completed 29 years with Wal-Mart and from 2013 to
2017 he was the Store Manager for Wal-Mart in Helotes; and

Whereas, Mr. Adair was very involved in the Helotes community and was always
willing to help those in need;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF HELOTES, TEXAS THAT:

Section One: Authorization. As provided by Texas Transportation Code 225.002, this
ordinance authorizes a local govemment to assign a memorial designation to a roadway.

Section Three. Duration. The memorial designation sign will be posted for a duration
of

Section Three. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this
Ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or illegal, such decision shall not affect
the validity of the remaining sections of this Ordinance. The City Council hereby declares that it
would have passed this Ordinance, and each section, subsection, clause, or phrase thereof,
irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses, or phrases
be declared void.

Section Four. Open Meeting. 1t is officially found, determined, and declared that the
meeting at which this Ordinance is adopted was open to the public and public notice of the time,
place, and subject matter of the public business to be considered at such meeting, including this
Ordinance, was posted as required by Texas Local Government Code Chapter 551.
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Section 5. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon adoption
by the City Council.

(Note: On October 3, 2017, the Planning & Zoning Commission approved the recommendation of
the following pole sign variance to City Council:

* Polesign means a freestanding sign, usually double-faced, mounted on a round pole, square
tube, or other fabricated member, without any type of secondary support. The code prohibits
pole signage. P&Z recommended the variance, with the following conditions: the base of the
sign be fully enclosed; landscaping be provided at the base of the sign; and the sign include
the business address. Approval of the variance will allow for a pole sign instead of the
required monument sign.)

Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Buys, second by Council Member Blue, to discuss and act on
this item as written.

Discussion included stipulating the time period for allowing the pole sign to be erected and omitting
the landscaping requirement,

Motion to amend was made by Mayor Pro Tem Buys, second by Council Member Blue, to approve
the variance with the following conditions:
» The base of the sign be fully enclosed;
¢ The variance is granted for a period of 18 months, beginning on November [, 2017. At the
expiration of 18 months, the owner will have to remove the pole sign and can submit a sign
application should they decide to erect a monument sign;
¢ Eliminate the landscaping requirement, due to the location of the sign; and
* Include the business sireet address on the sign.

Motion o approve as amended carried unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Villanueva, second by Council Member Friedrichs, to discuss
and act on this item as written.

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Council agreed that Mr. Adair always supported the community. Discussion included concerns
received from the lenants located on Business Parkway. Mayor Schoolcraft received emails from
some of the tenants, citing that renaming the street would cause hardship. Additionally, if the street
was renamed, forms would have to be submitted to the United States Post Office and Bexar Metro
9il.

Council Member Villanueva stated the intention of the agendu ilem request was not to rename
Business Parkway, but rather place a memorial sign below the exisling sign. Council Member
Friedrichs apologized if the wording on the agenda item request was improper and there was no
intention to harm business owners.

Molion to amend was made by Council Member Villanueva, second by Council Member Friedrichs,
to approve a sign that will read Adair Parkway or Adair Memorial Parkway. If permittable by the
Texas Transportation Code, the sign will be placed on the existing street sign post for Business
Parkway. If not permittable, a separate sign post will be placed in accordance with the Texas
Transportation Code. The City will furnish the sign(s).

Motion to approve as amended carried unanimously.

With no more business Lo come before Council, Mayor Schoolcraft adjourned the meeting at 8:33
pm.

OVERVIEW

Over the years, the Texas Legisiature established several
memorial sign programs to honor certain individuals,

places or organizations. Examples include designating a
highway in honor of a public safety officer killed in the line

of duty, memorializing a loved one killed by a drunk driver or
recognizing volunteers who help keep our roadways clean and
beautiful.

Knowing that the Texas Department of Transportation's
{TxDQT) top priorities are focusing limited taxpayer dollars on
highway safety and maintenance, reducing congestion and
connecting Texas communities, state law requires outside
resources to cover the costs of constructing and installing
these signs.

Each program Is unique, and the costs for signs vary, Listed
below are the instructions, forms and applications needed to
begin each sign program process.

MEMORIAL SIGNS FOR
VICTIMS OF IMPAIRED DRIVING

Eligibility Requirements
= A police officer’s crash report or another government
document indicating that drugs or alcohol were factors in
a fatal crash;

* The crash must have occurred on the state highway
system; and

* The victim must not have been impaired by drugs or
alcohol while operating a vehicle.

Sign Location and Display

TxDOT will install a memorial sign as close as practical to
the location of the crash. Final placement will be based on
traffic safety and space availability along the right of way.
Each memorial sign will have a blue background and a white
legend.

for up to two years. At the end of this time, the sign will be

Impaired driving continues to be a serious problem in Texas
that results in hundreds of traffic deaths each year, In 2007,
the Texas Legislature created the Memaorial Sign Program for
Victims of impaired Driving.

Chapter 7 — Guide Signs Section 16 — Memorial Designated Highways and
Structures

After legislation is passed, TRF notifies the district or districts involved and develops a legislative
implementation plan. The district or districts work with TRF to install the signs.

Financing. A donation through a private entity or local government is required to finance the fabri-
cation and installation of the signs. TXDOT bears all expenses associated with the maintenance of
the signs.

Policy Guidance for Signing

The Texas Mantial on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (TMUTCD) lists the following standards for
memorial signs installed along a highway:

¢ Memorial names must not appear on directional guide signs.

¢ _ Memorial signs must not interfere with the placement of any other necessary highway signing.

¢ Memorial signs must not compromise the safety or efflciency of trat’ﬁc flow.

‘Memorial signs must be reflective with a brown ‘background and white legend. Signs will be lim-
ited to one at each end of the designated limits, typically with a sign at the begmmng of the
memorial highway limits in each direction, and at such intermediate sites that markers are appro:u—
mately 75 miles apart,

In some
cases, vertical clearances may limit the vertical
dimension of the sign. On the other hand, a larger
than "nominal " sign may be desirable where greater
legibility or emphases is needed. When a variation
in the “standard” size is necessary, a reduced or
enlarged (a3 the case may be) [etter height,

interline, and edge spacing may be used but should
be as nearly comparable to standards as possible.

Guide Sign Letter Style

Guide Sign lettering shall be “Clearview.” Sign
lettering is normally all caps except the destination
names may be in upper and lowercase lettering.

Letter Sizes for Guide Signs

For guide signs on expressways and freeways, the
prescribed numeral and letter sizes, according to
interchange classification and component of sign
legend, appear in Tables 2E-1T, 2E-4T and 2E-5 of
the TMUTCD. The minimum sizes specified should
be exceeded where conditions indicate a need

for greater legibility.

For conventional raads in rural districts on major
routes, the principal legend on guide signs shall be
in letters 6 to 8 inches in helght. On low-volums
roads and on urban streets with speed of 25 mph,
the principal legend shall be in letters atleast4
inches high.

Amount of Legend on Guide Signs

The TMUTCD states that regardiess of letter size, the
legend on a guide sign must be kept to-a mintmum to
be instantly legible, For example, on expressways,
the legend on a guide sign should only have two
destinations and the directional copy. Directional
copy. not exceeding three lines, may include symbols,
route numbers, arrows, cardinal directions,
interchange number(s), and other exit instructions.
Conventional road quide signs should be limited to
three lines of principal legend which includes only
place names, route numbers, and street names
